Pupils will explore equipment and technology to design and create their own pictures, patterns, sounds and models. 


Pupils will be encouraged to use their own creative techniques to explore sensory feels, tastes and textures. 


They will learn how to make simple foods and drinks so that they are able to create their own snacks at home.
