Dear parent/carer  

Please find enclosed your child’s spring term learning plans. These haven’t changed a lot since the Autumn term but you can now see the progress towards each target on the back of the plan.
The targets are assessed by a Skills Development with 4 areas: prompting, fluency, maintenance and generalisation. 

Staff have decided a starting level of achievement “base level” marked in b. We shall then continue to highlight alongside the 4 areas to show progress against each target. As your child gets more independent with the skill they should move up the scale from their base point towards the highest level (10) whereby they will have achieved the target and then we will decide on a new target based around the same area. 

I have enclosed a sheet that shows you what each number means on the scale – this is based on Independence of what we see in school. We are aware that you may see different levels of independence at home and any feedback (positive or otherwise) is welcome with regards to this. 
You will notice there are 4 areas that each target is assessed against. I have given you a definition for each area below. 
Definition of Terms 

Prompting 
Prompting is about increasing independence - ‘doing things more on your own’. 

There is progression from being able to perform a task only with maximum support to being able to complete the task independently. Types of support may include: Physical help, Spoken help Gestural help 

Fluency 
Fluency is about combining speed and accuracy - ‘getting better at doing something’. 
For example:  Hitting a switch with increasing speed and/or accuracy. Signing with greater accuracy and fluency. 

Speaking – producing speech sounds with increasing clarity. Writing – forming shapes with increasing control. 
Maintenance 
Maintenance is about becoming more consistent over time - ‘doing something more often’. 
For example: An isolated response or action is repeated and repetitions become more consistent and reliable. 

Generalisation 
Generalisation is about performing in different settings with different people - ‘doing something with different people in different places’. Skills which have been learnt in one context are applied in an increasing range of contexts. For example: Using a communication aid to ask for a drink in a café. Approaching staff to ask for assistance on the playground. 
We hope that this helps to inform our provision for your child and helps all involved with your child gain a greater understanding of the speed at which your child makes progress towards their targets.
